STEM PROJECT

Progress is continuing on our STEM Works
project, with a recent Design Start Up
meeting held at our school 2 weeks
ago. Discussion focussed on fine tuning our
project design and establishing project
administration procedures, such as safety
protocols.

Also, importantly, it allowed school
leadership to be introduced to key personnel
working on the project. This included
departmental representatives, along with the
projectQ architect and key engineers.

Our STEM Works project has a budget of

$1 000 000 which will be used to develop an
integrated Science, Technology, Engineering
and Maths facility.

It is anticipated that the concept phase will
take four - six weeks to complete. This
process includes engaging engineers and
developing a more detailed report to set
out an indicative building program and to
inform the procurement strategy.

Prior to construction beginning, the project
may be required to undergo planning/
development approvals if required and also
building certification.

It is anticipated that the STEM Works at
Allenby Gardens will commence early to
mid next term. In preparation for the Stem
Works, both Area 10&12 have been
relocated to the Music Room until the
building works are completed.

As part of the newsletter | have also
included the final floor plan and some 3D
drawings. We are very excited about the
opportunities that the Stem Works will
create for our students, school and
community!

I NT E RWeSnlust show and action our deep interest in
children. It is important to be observant of them and to
notice their successes, failures, strengths, weaknesses,
problems, concerns and improvements. Being interested
in them helps them to be interested in themselves. Often
the hardest thing is to listen. To listen to more than the
things they say, but to the things they don® say, won®
say, or can®@ say. Make your children your subject of
greatest interest. Be informed about them through all the
different stages of their lives.

I NV EV&Tmust invest time in our children. They mustn®
rule the timetable of our lives and they must learn to wait
and be patient. However, our lives must have sufficient
time for them and their needs. There must be the time to
sit with them, either at the table, in the garden, the car,
or end of the bed at night and just enjoy their compa-
ny. They need to feel that we have the power to stop the
world and give them our undivided attention. Be it to
look at a picture theyQe painted, or to listen to a story
streaming out of their imagination, or a lengthy explana-
tion of why they think ants would make good pets, giving
them the time is giving them the message that they are
important to us.

I D E N WE fu¥t see things from their point of view. To
empathise and connect with them can be difficult. Often
we are too busy trying to convert and control them and
have no time to look at the world through their
eyes. Shifting their perceptions and attitudes is often
easier if we can first see why they have them in the first
place. Using, &When | was a kid etcX €as a way of chang-
ing their thinking only creates resentment. They want us
to understand what itQ like to be a kid now, in this place,
at this school, at this time. Respect their point of view
and work with them to create beneficial changes.

I NS P IWREIBt be inspired by them. Their actions, ide-
as, outcomes and above all, effort, must inspire us. Chil-
dren need to know that their existence and example as
children inspire us to be better adults. This does not
mean we need to act out great exuberance and enthusi-
asm for every thing they try or achieve. To do so, would
only weaken them by removing their self- motiva-
tion. What it means is that we should be on the look out
for those things, large or small, that happened because of
a special effort, awareness or concern. Such as getting 4
out of 10 for spelling after trying very hard, or helping a
friend who was being teased, or quietly playing when you
had a lot on your mind, or winning the race and congratu-
lating those who didn@etc. Being inspired by these things
is to do more than just mention them to the child. tQto
convey a sense of pride and to let the child see how your
spirits have been elevated. In other words, for them to
see they have helped to make your day.
